Recent developments and plans at Meteo-France

At the present time, Meteo-France uses two operational workstations: Synergie  (on Linux platform) at National and Regional forecast centers, Oppidum (on Windows platform) for local forecasting at departmental centers.  Last year, developments continued on the two systems to meet functional needs, and to improve the architectures.   In order to save development resources, Meteo-France would like to go towards unique workstation for "upstream" forecast, and another one, probably web-based for other needs.  European projects (for instance INSPIRE and CESAR at Eurocontrol) have chosen OGC standards; therefore a pilot project dealing with SOA-OGC infrastructure has just being launched. The main objective of this project is to improve our knowledge on OGC standards and technologies to implement them.  Another goal is to verify such architecture is able to support production environment and web-based tools or desktop workstations like Synergie.
