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ABSTRACT

FMI has systems implemented on various technical platforms and with various technologies. FMI has started an Enterprise Service Bus (ESB) pilot project to investigate whether an ESB would help in making these systems work together easier. The goals of the project include assessment of ease of deployment, development and use of an ESB and assessment of the value of such a system in integrating existing systems with each other. Performance issues are dealt with very vaguely within this project's scope. 

The presentation will introduce the basic core concepts of an ESB, briefly describe the implemented ESB (using Mule, an Open Source ESB solution), and shed some light onto various aspects of the undertaking of setting up such a system. The implications of such a system in a possible wider use scenario at the FMI are speculated on.
